Trauma can wound individuals and rupture relationships. Pastoral care is
where most people turn for help, before even consulting a therapist.
From disclosures during parish work through the annulment process,
Catholics become confidantes to people who are facing grave wounds
inflicted by increasing degrees of interpersonal aggression and violence
in society. Teresa Pitt Green provides practical guidance and clear do's
and don'ts for trauma-informed pastoral care.

Lives, families, and ministries can be staggered and even broken by the
effects of addiction to substances such as alcohol and drugs, as well as
to processes such as gambling, gaming, and porn.
