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October 15 is National Pregnancy and Infant Loss Remembrance Day. 
It was established in 2002 and passed in the United States House of 
Representatives in 2006, to honor, celebrate, and remember babies who 
have passed away due to miscarriage, stillbirth, neonatal death, and other 
causes of infant loss. The aim of this day is to raise awareness of the 
estimated 1 in 4 individuals and families whose lives are altered by the 
death of their children during pregnancy, at birth and in infancy.  
     Below is a prayer written by Mother Angelica, a sister of the Poor Clares 
of Perpetual Adoration and founder of the Eternal Word Television Network, 
EWTN. It was written to comfort parents who have suffered a pregnancy or 
infant loss.   

For families who have lost babies to miscarriage, stillbirth, neonatal death, or 
other causes of infant loss, that they may find new hope in the midst of 
suffering, we pray to the Lord. Lord, hear our prayer. 

For all who have suffered the loss of a child, that Christ may be their support, 
we pray to the Lord. Lord, hear our prayer. 

Prayer by Mother Angelica 

My Lord, my baby is dead! Why, my Lord – dare I ask why? My child will not 
hear the whisper of the wind or see the beauty of its parents’ faces – he or she 
will not see the beauty of Your creation or the flame of a sunrise. Why, my 
Lord? 

“Why, My child – I will tell you why. You see, the child lives. Instead of the 
wind, your child hears the sound of angels singing before My throne. Instead 
of the beauty that passes, your child sees everlasting Beauty – your child sees 
My face. Your child was created and lived a short time so the image of his or 
her parents imprinted on his or her face may stand before Me as their 
personal intercessor. Your child laughs with a special joy that only the 
innocent possess. My ways are not the ways of humans. I create for My 
Kingdom and each creature fills a place in that Kingdom that could not be 
filled by another. Your child was created for My joy and his or her parents’ 
merits. Your child has never seen pain or sin. He or she has never felt hunger 
or pain. I breathed a soul into a seed, made it grow and called it forth.” 

I thank You for the life that began for so short a time to enjoy so long an 
eternity.
