Dear Parishioners: 
 

St. Philip the Apostle Church held its Annual Christmas Craft Fair 
on Saturday, November 25, 2023, in the parish center.  The 
Christmas Craft Fair was an awesome success due to the 
volunteer parishioners of the parish.  During Thanksgiving Week, 
we had a group of volunteers who assisted with the vendor 
layout to organize and prepare for the event.  It was like putting a 
jigsaw puzzle together.  We had volunteers who placed numbers 
on each table along with a coupon for a free coffee and donut.  
Big Y in Tolland sponsored the donuts for us.  In addition, a 
vendor list was given to each participant of the craft fair.   
 

On Friday night, the parish center was open from 5 to 8 P.M. in order for vendors to set up their tables and 
for parishioners to bring their baked goods.  Again, with parish volunteers we were able to organize and 
price the baked goods for Saturday morning. We had NEW volunteers who worked at the bake sale table.  
We had an array of breads, pies, brownies, fudge, and cookies.  In addition, we had one parishioner who 
made potholders for the table, which she has done repeatedly over the years.  The baked goods sold, and 
we had none for the following masses.   
 

The raffle tables in the entrance foyer were organized by a couple of hard-working parishioners.  To our 
surprise, we received more raffle items from the generous vendors. All raffle baskets were beautifully done 
by our parishioners who donated their time and monies for the benefit of our parish. One generous 
parishioner donated 2 baskets.  The 40 – inch screen Smart TV was displayed inside the parish center and 
a dedicated parish volunteer sold the tickets for us.    
 

On Saturday morning, the center was open for the vendors to display their artistic talents beginning at 7 
A.M.  We had vendors from our parish family, but the majority of the vendors came from outside the parish.  
For example, Willimantic, Mansfield, Storrs, South Windsor, Glastonbury, and Vernon participated in our 
craft fair which brought an array of different items to display and purchase.   
 

The kitchen provided the vendors breakfast sandwiches, a variety of different sandwiches, pizza, and 
pierogies. The pierogies and pizza were donated by parishioners.  A special thanks to the donors for their 
generosity.  The pierogies cooked by a parish volunteer sold out quickly.  Our parish chef kept the kitchen 
running smoothly and once again, the parish volunteers made the kitchen a success.  The parish 
volunteers were extremely busy and on their feet for the duration of the craft fair.  I am sure that several 
volunteers slept well Saturday night. 
 

Santa Claus made his appearance around 10 A.M.  He delivered candy canes to the children and the 
vendors. The candy canes were donated by a parishioner. Again, a parish volunteer made it possible for us 
to be entertained by Santa.  
 

The craft fair was extremely industrious all day. The raffle baskets and several additional items were raffled 
around 3 P.M.  Two ladies from the parish volunteered their time with a raffle basket from the Holy Family 
Monastery.  On Sunday morning, a group of active volunteers assimilated the outside furniture and 
disassembled the brown tables from the parish center.    
 

The craft fair was an astonishing success from the beginning to the end due to all the amazing 
VOLUNTEERS from the parish who collaborated and displayed a sense of comradery throughout the 
event. Your sincere contributions whether it be a raffle basket, a baked good item, or a donation to the 
event wasn’t unnoticed, but greatly appreciated.
